
 Can do the following in Japanese

□ Introduce yourself and others, at your workplace or at a party

□ Talk about nationalities

□ Give your name at the reception desk of a place you visit and give the name of the person you want to meet

□ Talk about a nearby object and its owner

□ Ask for telephone numbers

□ Ask for words to be repeated when you do not understand

□ Talk about opening times and closing times

□ Talk about the present time and time in cities overseas

□ Point to something and ask what it is

□ Ask the prices of items in a store and make a purchase

□ Place an order at a restaurant

□ Ask for the location of a facility or a shop

□ In a shop, give the size and color of an item and ask its price

□ Ask what country of origin of an item is, and buy the item

□ Tell the shopkeeper that you want to buy more than one of an item

□ Talk about where, when, and with whom you will go/went somewhere

□ Talk about from where and when you came

□ By telephone, ask when someone will visit and with whom

□ At the bus stop, ask if the bus goes to one‘s destination

□ Talk about the date and day of the week of an event or meeting

□ Talk about means of transportation

□ Ask whether an event is on one day or another

□ Speak words of greeting when entering someone’s room

□ Talk about everyday activities——what, when, and where 

□ Make a reservation at a restaurant by telephone

□ Talk about who you will meet

□ Talk about to whom or to where to telephone

□ State how frequently one does something

□ At a restaurant, ask what is recommended

□ Talk about the characteristics of things and places 

□ Entertain a guest and receive hospitality 

□ Talk about the weather

□ Express one’s thoughts about experiences
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□ Express gratitude 

□ State something that differs from expectation

□ Talk about tourist destinations and one’s hometown 

□ Say what or who is at a certain place

□ Ask the meaning of a word you do not know

□ Talk about the number of things or people in a certain place

□ Talk about the whereabouts of things and people

□ Ask if a certain place is near or far from some other place

□ Talk about giving and receiving gifts

□ Compliment someone about clothing

□ Talk about what one has

□ Talk about someone’s likes and skills    

□ Talk about what you like to do 

□ Tell where a certain event is taking place  

□ Invite someone to an event

□ Receive or decline an invitation

□ State a reason for declining an invitation  

□ Talk about what you want to do

□ State what someone will do/did before a certain event

□ Talk about what one will do/did before doing something else

□ Talk about weekend plans, travel plans, and business trips

□ Talk about schedules in detail 

□ Talk about a sequence of actions

□ Ask and answer what someone will do/did after a certain event

□ Ask someone to do something for you

□ Request delivery of something by a certain means at a certain time

□ Give directions to a taxi driver

□ Ask and answer about means of transportation, route, and time required to reach a destination

□ Ask and answer departure and arrival times

□ Ask and answer the period of one’s stay

□ Ask permission to do something

□ Grant and refuse permission

□ Talk about one’s physical condition and explain a symptom

□ Give a reason and forbid someone from doing something

□ When someone apologizes for something, tell them not to worry

□ Say that something is in another place as well
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□ Talk about what someone is doing now

□ State whether an action is completed 

□ Talk about a regular activity

□ Talk about where one lives and works

□ Talk about whether someone knows something

□ Talk about what languages one understands
